Limited-Time Gifting Opportunity to the LWML
LWML has a wonderful opportunity for receiving extraordi-
nary gifts (up to $100,000) with the recent passage of the
Pension Protection Act of 2006. Many charities have
worked hard for years to get this bill passed.

Basically, this opportunity means that IRA holders who are
70 1/2 and older can now use IRAs to make gifts to LWML
without paying the income tax. (However, the donor re-
ceives no income tax deduction) This counts toward the
donor’s required minimum distribution.

The time period for completing these gifts is 2007 only.
